The WA/Metric Rounds will be 

shot in timed ends of six arrows at the two longer distances and in timed ends of three arrows at the 

two shorter distances. Archers should be fully familiar with WA Timing, Signals and Bouncer 

procedures. Under WA regulations you can compete in the Cadet Class up to and including the year of 

your 17th Birthday, Junior Class up to and including the year of your 20th Birthday.

Target List: A Preliminary Target List will be displayed on the BOGAS website 3 days before 

the shoot.  Final Target List posted on day, allocated targets cannot be changed 

without express approval from the TO. 

       

Handicaps: Changes of handicap must be notified to the organiser before sighters to be 

eligible for awards. 

 

Drug Testing: The World Record Status Shoot will be liable for drug testing. Competitors 

approached to give samples must comply as refusal will be treated as a positive 

result.  Parents/legal guardians of competitors under the age of 18 must sign 

the entry form giving consent to drug testing if required. 

 

Results:  Results will be posted on Bowmen of Glen Web Site.
