Under WA
regulations you can compete in the Cadet Class up to and including the year of your 17th
Birthday, Junior Class up to and including the year of your 20th Birthday.

Ladies, Gents & Juniors
Awards according to entry, no awards for a single session

Master Round: Ladies/Gents may compete in the year of his/her 50th Birthday and
thereafter. Ladies/Gents may compete on a cadets WA60m round and still
be able to claim World Records.

Scoring: Please note, archers are responsible for making sure that all aspects of
their scoresheet, arrow values, score values, golds, number of hits etc. are
correct before signing (rule 306 d).

NO GAZEBOQO’S, COOKING ONLY ALLOWED OUTSIDE OF ROPED AREA AND
NOT WITHIN 2 METRES OF NEAREST TENT.
